Shoot Information
The shoot will be hosted at Bluebell Range, Ford Lane, Crewe, Cheshire, CW1 3TN, by Crewe Rifle & Pistol Club, and kindly organised by David Baker.
The club car park is a good size and is accessed via the lane. To ensure parking remains accessible for everyone, competitors are kindly asked to arrive no more than 45 minutes before their scheduled start time. Additional parking is available on the road if required.

Arrival & Check-in
On arrival, all competitors should report first to the check-in desk, which will be directly in front of you as you enter the club. Here you will be checked in, issued with your targets, reminded of your shooting time, and informed of the class you are entered in.
The club room is accessible to all competitors, parents and spectators. All non-members of the club must sign in at the desk on arrival.

Refreshments
Refreshments will be available to purchase in the club (please bring cash 😊), including tea, coffee, water, canned drinks and cakes. These will be available on both days. There are also several nearby places to buy snacks for those shooting all day.

Ranges & Spectators
Shooting will take place on:
· H Range – 10 metres
· Main Range – 25 metres
Due to limited space, both ranges and the scoring office are no-spectator areas. However, the ranges and targets can be viewed on screens in the club room.
Any athlete requiring assistance from a coach or parent must leave the range and speak to them in the club room.

Range Safety
No guns or equipment are to be moved off the firing point until the match has finished. Range staff will issue all commands to start, finish and pack away.

Rules
Pistol
· All pistols must comply with ISSF rules (please refer to the ISSF website).
· Minimum trigger weight: 500 grams
· No ankle support is permitted (e.g. boots must not be worn).
· Athletes must shoot freestanding, one-handed.
· Range officers and support staff will be available to assist anyone who may be struggling.

Format
10 Metres
· 2 shots per target (Air4/89)
· 60 shots in 90 minutes
· Preparation time: 10 minutes (no live firing)
· Unlimited sighters in 15 minutes
· Sighters are only permitted on the two sighting targets provided.
All commands will be given by the Range Officer.
Penalties will be applied if anyone moves between stages without a command.
After the sighting period, all sighting cards must be placed on the chair behind you, whether shot or not.
During the 10m match, after every 10 shots (5 targets), please place your shot targets on the chair behind you for collection and scoring.
25 Metres
· Targets will be scored on the range as instructed by range staff.

Additional Safety Notes
· If you are seated with your pistol on the range, the breech must be open and the pistol unloaded.
· If you leave the range or finish your match, a safety flag must be inserted into the barrel so it is visible to the range office.
· Please do not pack your equipment away until the match has finished and the range office has given the command to do so.

Results
Scores will be published as soon as possible after each match and displayed on the notice board in the club room.

Squadding
Please refer to the attached entry form for your shooting time. The time shown is your call-to-the-line time, so please arrive at least 30 minutes beforehand.
